GOAT RULES 

Please refer to the Rules & Regulations for Animals in Open Class 

1. Registration and check-in will be before 4-H/FFA Show. 

Show will begin after 4-H/FFA Goat show.  

2. Entry Fee is $10 for each animal.  Guthrie County 4-H and FFA exhibitors entry fee is $5 for each 

animal. 

3. Class winners receive ribbons. 

Division Champion and Reserve Champion winners will receive ribbons and premiums. 

4. No bucks may be shown.  

5. Sexually intact does must have scrapie tags or official registered readable tattoos. 

6. Current health papers are required on all animals shown. 

7. Goats may not be entered in more than one division. 

(i.e. A goat entered in a market class may not also be shown in a boer class.) 

8. This is not a terminal show.  All goats are to be retained by the exhibitor after the show. 

9. Pen space may be provided if available, but pen space is not guaranteed.  Cost $5 per pen. 

10. Only shaved bedding is allowed.  Purchasing bedding and pen clean-up is the responsibility of the 

exhibitor. 

11. Non-Production goat breeds typically shown include: Miniature Breeds, Fiber Producing Breeds, Dairy 

Wethers. 

12. Market goats must be born between January 1 and May 15.  Market goats will be weighed in at check-in 

and broken into classes based on check-in weights.
